Even the most perfect materials
can be assembled poorly. We
take extra steps to do the job
right.

The planks are screwed in from
the bottom and all other holes

are pegged to hide the bolt heads. Bridges canuitteon or off site. Handrails are
nearly always installed on site in order to getrifumb. The completed bridge can
be left unfinished, allowing it to gray naturallgcablend into the forest, or it can be
finished with oils to help maintain a golden shine.
